Age structure

The median age of Gladstone Regional Council's population
is projected to increase by 3.2 years from a median age of
34.7 years in 2006 to a median age of 37.9 years in 2031
(Table 3 and Figure 4). The median age of Queensland in
2031 is projected to be 40.2 years, under the medium series
(Table 4).

Dwelling approvals

There were 611 new dwelling approvals in Gladstone
Regional Council over the year ending March 2011, an
increase of 98.4 per cent from the previous year (308) (Table
5).
